To Post Office

· What plans have they to continue the service from May 25 – how can people get their pensions etc.?

· Ask them to attend a public meeting in Colyton well before closure date.

· Ask them to consider the social effects of any change - the impact on the elderly and vulnerable, the knock on effect on the other businesses if people have to leave Colyton to go to PO.

· Have Axminster/Colyford/Seaton got the capacity to cope with all of us?

· Adding to long queues in other POs

To Politicians.

· The social aspects of Colyton being without a PO – see above.

· Increasing car usage traveling to Colyford/Seaton/Axminster, contrary to environmental policy.

· The knock on effect on other businesses, shops, discouraging new employment if PO closes.

· The growth in local population

· Adding to long queues in other POs.

· Endangering Colyton’s status as a hub town serving the surrounding villages.
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
