· 10th – 17th Arson: Damage was caused to a wooden bench at the Hillhead picnic site after a small fire was lit upon it. (KN/12/569)
PC Speariett said “December saw its lowest monthly crime totals with 4 reported crimes, this ensured that 2012 saw the lowest ever yearly crime total for all parishes with 122 recorded crimes.

Colyton recorded 2 crimes again this being the lowest ever December total.

The neighbourhood team at Seaton would like to wish you all a happy and peaceful 2013.”

A review of 2012

The annual review of 2012 gives crime totals for all of the Seaton Rural Parishes. Comparisons of crime totals are made with the previous 9 years since 2004.

Colyton has seen a steady decrease in crime over the years and 2012 marks the lowest ever crime total and is significantly lower from the peak in 2009 where 97 crimes were recorded.

Criminal Damage and theft were the most common offences with 11 crimes each followed by Burglary – other (7) and domestic related assaults (7).

May saw the most recorded crime (10) followed by October (9) this was mainly due to 5 caravans being broken into.

August saw no reported crime at all, this being the first time Colyton has seen a crime free month.

Burglaries to houses (3) is at an all time low.

Report from County Councillor – received by e-mail.



My report is limited to budget setting for both DCC and DSFRA.
 
As I have mentioned before the Coalition Government announced a 28% cut in public sector cuts over four years with local government having a front end sharp reduction and fire and police back end. I just wish the budget settlement was more transparent. When you set your precept it is clear for local residents what you have budgeted and how it will be spent. 
DCC
The payment announcement was made very late on 19th Dec last month which has resulted in figures and full details only now becoming available. The settlement was for two years 13/14 and 14/15 . The provisional settlement for DCC is £224.472m  and the 'spending power' for DCC is a reduction of 2.1% against an average 1.7% nationally. This doesn't include ring fenced budgets like the Dedicated School Grant £440,255m. For 14/15 there will be reduction of just over £19m or 8.5% and this level will prove challenging. 

DSFRA
Face finding a saving of £5.5m over the two year period, which is achievable with:
No fire station closures
No removal of pumps
No compulsory redundancies ( natural turnover, freeze on recruitment and prudent use of reserves)
2-2-4 shift system remains ( for full time firefighters but with more volunteers to work on days). 

The nature of the fire service needs to change to have more capacity to invest in prevention work rather than just be a responsive organisation. Over the past 10 years fires have fallen by 50% and fire deaths have also been significantly reduced. This is because our homes are much safer now we have stopped smoking, using chip pans, open fires, paraffin heaters etc. 
 85% of domestic fires are now contained in one room and smoke alarms are saving lives.
 Our firefighters (retained) who turn out and respond to all calls at Colyton continue to train and remain a fit team well capable of providing effective cover  for the town and hinterland also  support Seaton, Axminister and Honiton stations and is a service we are all proud to have in our midst.  

Prevention is better than cure and DSFRA want to invest more in helping us all reduce the risk of fire. But when the call for help is made we will be there. 

 Now is a good time to check your smoke alarms.

Report from District Councillors – Dist Cllr Parr reported that the Draft Budget had gone to cabinet for discussion last week and will then go to the Scrutiny committee & Housing review board and there should be some answers after 30th January. This year there had been a £0.49m cut in the grant from the Government, giving a 3-year accumulative total of 33% or about £2.3m. However East Devon had always been good at balancing their budget and will be looking at various cost saving measures. These could include looking at staffing structures, sharing services with other agencies, rationalising the numbers of Councillors, stopping floral displays, negotiating more favourable ground & Streetscene maintenance contracts. They might not go for a Council Tax freeze and could increase it by £5.

The shortfall is £1.25m so some serious savings are needed. 

 
Dist Cllr Parr also talked about the relocation to Honiton and confirmed the cost of the feasibility study is £250,000 and as yet no decision has been made but the current location is costing £80,000 to heat and £30,000 to maintain the park around it and would require a new phone & IT system. The Planning Application for relocation will go forward at the end of February.

She was asked by Cllr Hay to look into the broken light and pothole in the Dolphin Street car park, something he reported three months ago.

Cllr Hay asked the clerk to request a meeting with the Environment Agency, South West water, landowners, Feoffess & interested parties sometime next month.

The meting was very useful and concluded that there is a defined need to work smarter & better together and that there is a lot of local knowledge & willingness to get involved that could be utilised better.
